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THE COMMONWEALTH OF PEOPLE
AND SUMMA TECHNOLOGIAE

In 1964 after publishing the philosophical essay, Summa Technologiae,
the great Polish writer and thinker, Stanislaw Lem, initiated a whole series
of historical, philosophical, and futurological research, providing enough
ground for an intriguing correlation between technological breakthroughs
and the overall dynamics of social change. His pioneering work not only
shined a light directly into the future, but it also gave reasons for total reas-
sessment of the history of technological achievements in relation to anthro-
pological issues across all of humanity, as well as within a European path to
the development of the ideas and phenomena.

Intellect cares little about borders; ideas that appear in certain geopoli-
tical locations are then adapted by other cultures with various levels of suc-
cess, and each society contributes its own ‘widow’s mite’ and develops the
idea of widening humankind’s quest for improving the quality of life. Thus,
the history of technologies gets its significance from a national, spatial-tem-
poral dimension, where destinies are lived out for people who were the cre-
ators and translators of such ideas and technologies. This is how we see the
central theme of the current issue of Quaestio Rossica, which scrutinizes the
Russian contribution to and participation in the pan-European process of
development for new technologies that seem to gain new scale and shape
within vast Russian spaces. Russia can be compared to a creative laboratory
where European projects are tested for sturdiness and then finalized. Russia
serves as a testing ground for the viability or potential harmfulness of new
technologies and ideas with a global reach-sometimes critically rethinking
them and at times examining them with a rather naive belief in the won-
der of the world’s and society’s transformation. Variations in Russia’s inclu-
sion into European research and the analysis of collisions and biographical
perturbations that happened on the way became the center theme of the
symposium on “Scientific, technological and financial investments of the
European states in Russia and the premonitions of the First World War”
(Vienna, 2014). The most interesting results of the symposium are being
published in Quaestio Rossica, issue 3-4.

Originating from his presentation at the Vienna Symposium in 2014
and offering at once a unique introduction and a springboard for the
main theme of the current issue is the essay by Professor Norman Stone of
Bilkent University, Ankara. Analyzing the reasons for Russia’s defeat in the
First World War and assessing the consequences of this defeat via stinging
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polemics with E. H. Carr, this essay reveals a retrospective of multifaceted
interactions between Russia and western European countries at the turn of
the 19th century ‘on the long brink of the great war’ Simultaneously, Pro-
fessor Stone touches upon a more far-reaching contemplation, pointing the
reader to one of the ‘eternal’ questions of ethics in science: does the histori-
an have a moral right to justify dictatorship by ‘the need of the [historical]
moment’ and by the presumption for material ‘progress’? This direction in
the theme allowed us to put N. Stone’s essay in the Scientia et vita Section.

The central section of the journal, Problema voluminis, opens with an
article co-authored by Professor Francine-Dominique Liechtenhan (Sor-
bonne, Paris), our Editor-in-Chief, and Professor Kerstin Susanne Jobst
(University of Vienna): “Wissenschaftliche, technologische und finanzielle
Investitionen und Interaktionen européischer Staaten im Zarenreich und
die Vorzeichen des Ersten Weltkriegs seit der zweiten Hélfte des 19. Jh”
(“Scientific, technological and financial investments of the European states
in Russia and interactions with her, and the premonitions of the First World
War in the second half of the 19" century”). The article not only describes
major approaches for viewing this theme in contemporary historical stud-
ies but also outlines some important research areas of the past and future.
Due to the historical and methodological importance of this article, we are
publishing it in two languages.

E-D. Liechtenhan and K. S. Jobst identify some key topics for prospective
research, such as ‘experimental space), ‘investments’ and ‘interaction’. Apart
from the relevant meanings of these terms, the phenomena that the authors
describe carry a much broader meaning and as such cannot be confined
strictly to financial, economic or technological activities. Understanding
the term ‘investments’ in a much broader sense, the participants of the con-
ference took to ‘various fields of investments’ as movements and interac-
tions in the sphere of social and cultural capital (in P. Bourdieu’s sense), and
thus refocused their research to a much broader extent or conducted it in
an uncommon research direction. Examples of such an interesting method
are published in this issue: you will find Olga Ermakova’s (Institute of His-
tory and Archaeology of the Urals Branch of RAS, Yekaterinburg) article
on British-Russian technical and personnel exchanges during and after the
Crimean (Eastern) War, filled with new research data; you can examine
a theoretically well-founded work by Dr. Jan Surman (Herder Institute,
Marburg) on the involvement of the Russian province in the pan-European
investment process that became possible due to transcontinental transport
communications; and you will find original and rather paradoxical research
by Dr. Verena Moritz (University of Vienna) on the activities of intelligence
services that voluntarily or involuntarily acquired a character of transferral
in utterly diverse areas.’

! The next issue of Quaestio Rossica will see this theme continued in two articles:
Thierry Claeys’ article on French industrial investments in Russia from 1870 until the
beginning of the First World War and Svetlana Kuzmina’s article on the activities of the big
Western industrial companies (“Schneider”, “Krupp”, and “Skoda”) in Russia.
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Thematically adjacent, although not chronologically coinciding and not
presented at the conference in Vienna, is the article by Professor Daniel
Waugh (University of Washington, Seattle) on the establishment of mail
communication with Europe (based on the diary and letters of Patrick
Gordon at the end of the 17" century.) A thorough analysis made by the
researcher allows one to see the mutually ardent interest of Russia and the
West in establishing a system of transport communications and informa-
tion exchange, lying at the basis of all transfer processes, as well as the di-
versity of postal delivery and the contribution of foreign nationals in the
organization of state communication channels.

An article by a PhD student Olga Yakushenko (European University
Institute, Florence) dedicated to American exhibitions within the Soviet
Union at the end of the 1960s closes the section. Archival documents
demonstrate the Soviet bureaucracy’s fear that the exhibition might permit
a comparison between the well-being of the American and Soviet people,
not favouring the latter. In their turn, American intelligence tried to extract
information about the attitudes of the visitors. Interviews with real visitors
of the exhibition, used in the article, give vivid accounts that add to its
overall effect.

Disputatio Section opens with the article by Professor Lyudmila Mazur
(Ural Federal University, Yekaterinburg) about the development of con-
temporary trends in visual documents and artifacts in historiography. The
author reviews many problems that can be solved within the framework of
this branch of historiography and offers a detailed survey of the achieve-
ments in current studies, pointing out typical mistakes in research and new
possibilities of historiography, based upon professional references to cine-
matic and photo documents.

Visualization of historic knowledge, which has spread so widely in mo-
dernity, was present in other epochs as well. Thus, the famous Illustrated
Chronicle of Ivan the Terrible (16" century), a unique illustrated account of
Russian history, still awaits multi-faceted research. In her article, Philolo-
gist Liudmila Zhurova (Institute of History of the Siberian Branch of RAS,
Novosibirsk) makes important observations on the specificity of the text
and illustrations.

The Editorial Board of Quaestio Rossica supports publications that tread
upon the themes raised in previous issues. Power mechanisms in the Rus-
sian Empire (see QR 2015, Nr. 2) are reexamined in an interesting article
by Professor Igor Kurukin (Russian State University for the Humanities,
Moscow) about the last favourite of Catherine the Great, Platon Zubov. Ar-
chival documents can partly change widespread negative attitudes to this
historic character, showing his role as a secretary and confidant to the el-
derly empress.

The section finishes with an ethnographic article by Professor Takashi
Irimoto (Hokkaido University, Sapporo) about his travel to Russia in the
1990s and his work among the native Kamchatka peoples who still kept
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rudimentary mythological beliefs about world origins. His interviews con-
vincingly demonstrate the possibility of syncretism between popular sci-
ence and traditional beliefs of the native peoples.

In Heritage: Nomina et scholae section you will find an article about
the founder of the Urals School of Toponymics, and a researcher of
ancient languages, a Correspondent Member of the Russian Academy
of Sciences, Professor A. K. Matveev. A world-famous scientist, bright
and talented linguist, poet and art connoisseur, Matveev walked around
villages of the Urals and northern Russia, collecting the chief treasure
of the people, their language. The article is written by two people who
were close to him and knew of his versatile interests: Professor Tamara
Matveeva (Ural Federal University, Yekaterinburg) and Valentin Luki-
anin, member of the Union of Russian Writers, literary critic and publi-
cist (Yekaterinburg).

A review by Professor Natalia Kupina (Ural Federal University, Yeka-
terinburg) published in Critica section of Quaestio Rossica, appraises new
linguistic work of Western researchers on the tendencies in contemporary
Russian language, reflecting new spheres of entrepreneurship.
