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CONTROL OF THE STATE AND THE FREEDOM
OF THE INDIVIDUAL: THE EXPERIENCE OF RUSSIA

The current issue of Quaestio Rossica highlights an important problem
of modern historiography and historical sociology, namely, how various
states with extensive and heterogeneous territories have managed to main-
tain control, balanced interests, and approached the ideal model of govern-
ance: it also considers the historical and systemic circumstances hampered
these processes.

Modern sociological models explain the development of such states
through a historical lens, considering the state as a mono-actor which,
based on its own inherent logic, can order, colonize, and successfully subju-
gate the surrounding space. This indeed becomes possible in periods when
the state, employing its impersonalised agents, succeeds in mobilising and
consolidating its resources and modernising its bureaucracy. The greatest
political and social consequences of the production of unificatory and/or
repressive practices affect the status of heterogeneous territories and their
elites, who in the process are being absorbed by the state with varying de-
grees of effectiveness. In some works from the Western humanities, such
rather one-dimensional models of the state’s history have been replaced by
more complex ones that consider the coordination of the interests of elites
and other social groups [Teschke; Lachman].

Russian historiography is at the beginning of this process; one of the key
problems for the renewal of the model is the perception of the Russian state
as an “empire” that was willing to appropriate, russify, and homogenise the
surrounding space. For such an “empire” state, the existence of heterogene-
ous territories in its composition is regarded as a temporary obstacle to
implementing a certain “imperial project”! In the context of national histo-
riographies, such methodological problems sometimes appear in quite an
exaggerated manner (see: [Kasyanov]).

This issue of Quaestio Rossica features authors from different regions
of Russia and Ukraine who attempt to describe the complex political and
social conditions and competing discourses that existed in regard to the
heterogeneous territories of the Russian state; how the Russian ruling elite
have understood an ideal model for the Ukrainian lands and what evo-
lution this model underwent; what administrative and military resources
were mobilised by the Russian state for maintaining sustainable control

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over Ukraine; and what sort of space was allocated to the Russian govern-
ment for political maneuvers and how relations with the local population
were carried out.

The research of Kirill Kochegarov (Institute of Slavonic Studies of the Rus-
sian Academy of Sciences), containing previously unpublished documents,
discusses the dispute about the plans of Hetman 1. S. Mazepa (before the
autumn of 1708) to defect to the Swedish king and betray the Russian state.

Articles by Alexander Almazov (State Academic Humanities Univer-
sity, Russia) and Yakov Lazarev (Ural Federal University, Russia) on the
Russian military and administrative presence in the region during the
second half of the 17™ century show how very favourable conditions for
the development of the Ukrainian (Cossack) project of statehood formed
in this territory. The geopolitical conditions and resources of the Russian
state led to the principle of non-intervention and recognition that the
Cossack self-governing institutions possessed a monopoly over power in
the region; these self-governing structures remained almost unchanged
until the reign of Catherine II.

Research on the restructuring of the regional police in the article by Bog-
dan Gal’ (National Technical University “Dnipro Polytechnic”, Ukraine)
shows large-scale change in the management of the regions of Malorossiya
and their subjugation to the Russian authorities. Equally fundamental chang-
es led to the abolition of the Voisko Zaporozhskoe (Zaporozhian Host).

An article by Viadimir Milchev (Zaporizhia National University,
Ukraine) and Dmitry Sen (Kalmyk Scientific Centre of the RAS) compares
the ambitions of the Cossacks with the intrigues and plans of imperial of-
ficials representing the highest level of authority in Russia. The thematic
block continues with the work of Alexey Miller (European University,
St Petersburg), devoted to the question of “nation-building”; at the core
of the article is the competition of “all-Russian” and Ukrainian projects of
nation-building from 1906 to 1926.

The second theme of Quaestio Rossica no. 2, 2018, is indirectly con-
nected to an event of world-wide importance: the anniversary of the pub-
lication of Martin Luther’s Theses (1517), which led to the emergence of
Protestantism. The theme of modern nonconformism remains a controver-
sial and contradictory topic for Russia, affecting not only religious but also
political and public spheres.

Based on original documents and field recordings, the article by Vera Kli-
ueva (Tyumen Scientific Center SB RAS) examines the understanding of em-
igration to the West by evangelists and provides personal stories about their
hardships and confrontations with the authorities in the late Soviet period.

The recent history and current status of Jehovah’s Witnesses (now
banned in Russia) in Sverdlovsk region are the subject of an article by
Yelena Glavatskaya and Nadezhda Popova (Ural Federal University, Russia).
The authors rely on archival records, publications, and oral presentations
by members of the community to clarify the degree of and causes for the
attractiveness of the religious movement and its impact in modern Russia.
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The anthropological approach of the historians helps create a fuller image
of modern recusancy. Personal acquaintances and interviews help April
French (Brandeis University, USA) in her research on the fates of women
from Baptist communities in Siberia during Soviet times. Very versatile
in their materials and sources, these articles are linked by a historical un-
derstanding of the unnecessary and dangerous arrest of society’s religious
development, as well as by a humane attitude towards the attempts of
communities to find their own niche between other religions. The section
ends with a review by Johannes Dyck (Bibelseminar Bonn, Germany) of
the book by M. Raber on evangelists in Russia from 1905 to 1929 (until
they were outlawed) and the methods of implementing the basic principle
of serving God through mercy.

The Disputatio section opens with the article by Viadislav Aksenov
(Institute of Russian History, RAS) and Yulia Zherdeva (Samara Economic
University, Russia) about how children’s drawings were used for propagan-
da postcards by artists during the First World War and how these images
reflected upon both this conflict and the Revolution. Such drawings are
often dramatic in portraying these epochal events. All picture materials are
published for the first time.

Andrew McGregor and Robert Lagerberg (University of Melbourne, Aus-
tralia) study the poetics of space in Andrey Zvyagintsev’s film Leviathan.
The authors suggest that the loss of home due to its fragility and insecurity
in the face of state authorities who consider themselves rulers of the world
and corrupt priests who betray Christian commandments can be paralleled
to the loss of life itself. This situation becomes a measure for the humanity
of society. This makes one recall the traditions of Russian and world litera-
ture, where space does not surround the hero but rather embodies conflicts.

The journal continues the theme of the trans-border perception of
Russian culture. This time the topic appears in the article of Rina Lapidus
(Bar Ilan University, Israel) on the translation of Dostoyevsky’s novel by the
famous Jewish writer Y. H. Brenner. The researcher observes the influence
of biblical images and phraseology on the portrayal of conflict in Russian
literature and the feelings of its protagonists.

A new type of lapidary prose in modern printed and online publications
is discussed in the joint article by Liliya Nefedova (Chelyabinsk State Uni-
versity, Russia) and Tatiana Kotlyarova (Kostanay branch of Chelyabinsk
State University, Kazakhstan). The authors discuss the origins of the phe-
nomenon, the principles of poetics, and the construction of a communica-
tive pattern from author to reader.

The article by Sergey Turov (Tyumen University, Russia) on the dissemi-
nation of agricultural pests, pesticide techniques, and folk beliefs about the
process of agricultural development in Western Siberia discusses an unu-
sual twist in historical entomology.

The Dialogus section is devoted to a new cultural public space in Yeka-
terinburg - the Yeltsin Centre. Its architecture and conception have pro-
voked interest among both supporters and opponents of the first president
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of Russia. The panelists discuss the organisation of the exhibition, their
perception of the ex-president’s personality, how the president’s persona
is reflected in the public spaces of the Centre, and the overall meaning and
function of modern memorial complexes.

This issue of Quaestio Rossica concludes with the Controversiae et re-
censiones section, where we publish an overview of German history text-
books from the late 20™ century. A leading specialist in the field of Russian
studies, Hartmut Russ (University of Miinster, Germany), sadly observes
the disappearance of medieval Rus’ from school programmes. Excluding
Russia from medieval Europe, textbook authors simplify historical de-
velopment and distort the system of relationships between Western and
Eastern Europe. Denis Lyapin (Yelets State University, Russia) reviews in
detail a monograph by American historian N. S. Collmann devoted to the
problems of early modernity in Russia. The author’s conclusions, based on
representative historical material, show Muscovy as part of European legal
culture: thus, the specificities of Russian life, much like the national features
of other European states, did not in fact make Russia a barbarous country
that departed from a common European vector.
