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MEDIEVAL RUSSIA: CHARACTERS IN HISTORY
AND EVERYDAY LIFE

Der Maulwurf Geschichte grabt sich langsam, aber grébt gut.
Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel

The four history articles in the central Problema Voluminis section
of Quaestio Rossica No. 4, 2018, are united by one epoch and one essential
problem - how the people and the state were involved in a civil war and
then dramatically overcame their disputes. Viadimir Arakcheev (Institute
of History and Archaeology of the Ural Branch of RAS) considers the Time
of Troubles in early 17"-century Russia and the emergence of “brigands”
(or rebel movements) in 1602-1603. Despite its limited chronological scope,
he touches upon the essence of the “Russian revolt” and its institutional
framework. Arakcheev identifies two distinct types of rebel movement
which recur throughout Russian history (both in reality and ideologically)
up until the 20" century'. Andrei Paviov (St Petersburg University) illumi-
nates the important issue of land ownership by the boyar and princely elites
of Russia in the first half of the 17" century. In the article’s historiographical
review, the author includes two important opinions that still wield signifi-
cant influence on the understanding of this era. Firstly, S. E Platonov wrote
that the “middle classes” of the time - the landed gentry and the craftsmen,
who managed to organise the rebel brigands and to restore national inde-
pendence - were the true winners of the Time of Troubles. This conclusion
follows from Platonov’s understanding of the collapse of boyar and princely
land ownership during the oprichnina and the complete restructuring of
the land ownership system that followed. On the other hand, V. B. Kobrin
observed that the large estates remained in the hands of the noble princely
families; he emphasised the continuity of Russian society in the second
half of the 16" and the first half of the 17" centuries. Pavlov specifies that
the lands returned to the descendants of boyar and princely families had
often belonged to their very distant relatives, meaning they were re-granted
as a reward for service to the new dynasty. At the same time, these facts
clearly reflect a desire for the restoration of a hierarchy in the Muscovite

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service class, one that would directly correspond to the views of the ruling
elite on equitable compensation for the suffering and heroic deeds of each
family’s ancestors.

While the ruling elite were seeking the return of thousands of hectares
of land from princely and monastic estates, ordinary Novgorod land own-
ers were hardly making ends meet. Interestingly, these boyar scions, Russian
and Orthodox in origin, found themselves in the same situation as the Tatars,
both those retaining Islam and the “newly-baptised”. Adrian Selin (National
Research University Higher School of Economics, St Petersburg Campus) de-
scribes the complex, nuanced process of their adaptation into a society ruled
by a foreign religious confession — a process that took almost a century.

The era of “Restoration” was not a favourable one for economic devel-
opment; Dmitry Liseitsev and Stepan Shamin (Institute of Russian Histo-
ry of RAS) make this observation convincingly in their article on Andrei
Vinius’ attempts to establish arms production at the Tula metal plants.
Vinius’ fiasco as a factory owner changed his career strategy, the fate
of his offspring, and factory ownership; however, decades had to pass before
imperial armament plants started to function in the Urals. Understanding
that the “mole of history digs slowly” is fundamental to grasping the es-
sence of many historical epochs; is it best seen, however, when significant
steps forward endure reversals.

Tatiana Isachenko (Russian State Library, Moscow) considers a philo-
logical aspect of the Russian Middle Ages. Isachenko summarises the man-
uscript heritage of Mount Athos so significant to Russian Orthodoxy;
the article reveals the logic of reference and reality at different times. New
data on the Teaching on Reconciliation and Concord by Metropolitan Da-
niil in his 16®-century Encyclical is provided by Ludmila Zhurova (Institute
of History of the SB RAS, Novosibirsk). Olga Shcheglova (Novosibirsk Uni-
versity) identifies several editions of the Stishnoy Prologue as juxtaposed
with feast day calendars for Slavic saints. New data on household monastic
culture, found in 16™-century kormovaya books (donations registers), come
to light in the article by Ludwig Steindorff (University of Kiel, Germany).

The modernisation of the medieval manuscript tradition in local histori-
cal works of the 18" and the 19" centuries is poorly understood in contempo-
rary historiography. The article by Alexander Kleitman and Igor Tumentsev
(Volgograd Institute of Management) on the Chronicles of the Lower Volga
aims to fill this gap. The mediaeval theme in this issue of Quaestio Rossica
is further developed by Yevgeny Kilimnik (Ural State Mining University,
Yekaterinburg), who characterises Teutonic castles in Kaliningrad Region,
continuing his research on architectural monuments located on the border
between the Catholic and Orthodox worlds.

Filed under the Disputatio section are several articles by historians, lit-
erary critics, and linguists that focus on the role of contacts in the history
of peoples and their destinies. Marie-Pierre Rey (Sorbonne, France) presents
the Duke of Richelieu in the service of Tsar Alexander I in several differ-
ent periods, while Angelina Vacheva (Sofia University, Bulgaria) introduc-
es unique 18™-century correspondence between Valentin Jamerai-Duval
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and Anastasiya Sokolova, containing the opinionated views of foreigners
on Russia and Russians. Elena Korchmina (New York University Abu Dhabi)
discusses how the Russian nobility, during the development of new types
of economic activity, came to a modern understanding of “profit” The com-
municative practices of the authorities in connection with the problem of serf-
dom, showing the acceptable boundaries of change for Russian officials in the
first quarter of the 19™ century, are described by Dmitry Timofeev (Institute
of History and Archaeology of the Ural Branch of RAS).

Two articles in this issue correspond in their examinations
of the field of political discourse. Researchers from the Czech Republic,
Jan Gregor and Elena Tomdskovd (Institute of Technology and Business,
Ceské Budéjovice), take material from the non-Czech media (includ-
ing Russian) to reveal the political realities of German language genesis.
Yekaterina Postnikova (Magnitogorsk Technical University, Russia) com-
pares the image of the Motherland in the public speeches and articles
of Alexander Prokhanov and Dmitry Bykov, finding a crisis of archetypi-
cal imagery in the minds of contemporaries.

The linguistic block consists of three articles by Ural Federal University
researchers. Yulia Krivoshchapova, based on examples from different genres
of speech, offers an interpretation of the Volga River as a foundational lin-
guistic and cultural object. Olesya Surikova analyses various folklore genres
with the aim of identifying the characteristics of the linguistic and prag-
matic use of the prefix 6e3-/6ec-. A review of the Encyclopaedic Dictionary
of Orthodox Vocabulary (written by G. N. Sklyarevskaya) by Alexander Ga-
domski (University of Opole, Poland), Tatiana Itskovich and Olga Mikhailova
(Ural Federal University) concludes this group of essays.

The Hereditas: nomina et scholae section features researchers Petr
Kabytov (Samara Research University) and Yekaterina Barinova (Samara
State Economic University), who provide a detailed account of the views
of historian M. M. Bogoslovsky, reveal the impact of a dramatic revolution-
ary change on his writing, and describe the ups and downs of his fate and
the importance of his work for Russian historical scholarship.

The review of the evolution of the Veliky Novgorod theme in histori-
cal studies at Ural Federal University is the result of a regular participa-
tion of students and professors in archaeological expeditions to the region.
Bronislava Ovchinnikova (Ural Federal University) and Vera Solovyeva
(00O “Yazyki bez granits”, St Petersburg) reveal the findings of academic
Novgorod archaeology. This review elegantly echoes the theme of Mediae-
val Russia, thereby logically wrapping up the issue.
