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AN ERA OF CHANGE FOR PEOPLE AND THE STATE*

Man cannot discover new oceans unless
he has the courage to lose sight of the shore.

André Gide

An era of change. These words are the salvation and curse of human
existence. The restlessness of human nature is reflected in the never-
ending search for something new, encountering hope for the best, the
desire for peace and stability, fatigue from the chase, disappointment,
and bitterness.

If one tries to look at history from a bird’s-eye view, one might no-
tice how little there is in it that can be safely called periods of stability.
As soon as the fabric of historical time has taken a recognizable shape,
its threads begin to tear, its patterns dissolve, and a seemingly reliable
“yesterday” turns into a shaky “today” and an unknown “tomorrow”, ter-
rifying the timid (“Be patient, everything will soon return back to square
one”) and encouraging the bold (“We are building a new, unknown and
brave new world!”).

There are no clear borderlines between epochs of stability. Change
may enter our lives quietly and imperceptibly, or loudly, accompanied
by the roar of orchestras and ringing declarations. But the old does not
give up easily: it fights, mimics, adapts, and softens the radicalism of
change. And so we talk about the “Long Middle Ages”, about the “long”
seventeenth, eighteenth, and nineteenth centuries, using the concept of
“transitional era”.

Paradoxically, the duration of such transition periods is often as long
as that of “stable periods”. Therefore, transition eras tend to develop their
own periodization. The multi-layered nature of the historical process com-
plicates our understanding of the boundaries of transition. The study of
“transitivity” in history seems limitless in terms of problematics. The ability
to reflect on this sharpens the sense of change; social elites become more
responsive to innovations; political processes become more dynamic; wars
redraw borders and impose a new reality faster than people can keep up
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with; economies are able to demonstrate explosive global changes that may
not be perceived for several generations; and so on. This issue of Quaestio
Rossica is interested in different scales of historic change: international,
national, regional, local, individual/personal, socio-cultural.

We start the issue with a topic that seems to have affected nearly eve-
ryone this year: the Covid-19 virus and the epidemic (Dialogus section).
This has highlighted various catastrophic problems: organizational, ad-
ministrative, medical, sociolinguistic. Quaestio Rossica presents an in-
teresting research perspective - the reaction of national languages to
the epidemic and to the search of national governments for potential
influence on the behaviour of the population. The authors show how
the language of pandemic creates a general sense of danger and offers
a means to counter catastrophe, including historical memory, emotivity
of language, and administrative discourse. The discussion includes Arto
Mustajoki (Helsinki, Finland), Nadezhda Nilsson (Stockholm, Sweden),
Rafael Guzman Tirado (Granada, Spain), Anna Tous-Rovirosa and Daria
Dergacheva (Barcelona, Spain). Irina Vepreva and Tatiana Itskovich (Yeka-
terinburg, Russia) act as moderators?.

The theme of historical change commences with materials from the
international academic seminar “Russia and Britain: Ideas and Values in
an Era of Change (17™-18" Centuries)” (10.07.2020, Ural Federal Uni-
versity with the support of the School of Slavonic and East European
Studies (SEES) at University College London (UCL) under the patronage
of the Russian Scientific Foundation). In collaboration with the journal
Dialog so vremenem (“Dialogue with time”), we hope to provide a three-
dimensional image of the transitional seventeenth and eighteenth centuries
[see: Ot pemakiun].

For this issue of QR, we have chosen works studying many aspects
of Russian culture’s relationship with people and ideas in Europe in the
seventeenth and the eighteenth centuries. Marina Kiseleva’s (Moscow,
Russia) article on Symeon Polotskii successful work at the Moscow court,
against the background of Juraj Krizanic¢’s no-less-pertinent reflections
at the end of the seventeenth century, demonstrates the great influence
of personality on broadcasting new ideas. Metropolitan Ignatii (Rimsky-
Korsakov) of Siberia expressed ideas about secular and clerical power,
their borders and spheres of influence, that seem, according to Ivan Ni-
kulin (Yekaterinburg, Russia), quite in the spirit of the times. Konstantin
Bugrov (Yekaterinburg, Russia), based on eighteenth-century literary
works, reflects on the specifics of Russian political thought in connection
with opposition to the radical rationalism of Niccolo Machiavelli. Alexey
Yudin (Novosibirsk, Russia) directs our attention to language as the most
sensitive tool for measuring the movement of ideas. The author studies
the influence of borrowed concepts from so-called “Lithuanian” books
on the Azbukovnik of David Zamaray, a scribe at the Moscow Print Yard.

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According to Konstantin Sharov (Moscow, Russia), the different ways in
which anthroponyms are used in transition-era homiletics demonstrate
an ambiguous understanding of the personal factor in culture and his-
tory. Anna Smirnova (St Petersburg, Russia) discusses M. V. Lomonosov’s
translation of European classical authors (in particular, Cicero), thus
concluding this section’s somewhat rhetorical focus.

A thematic block of five articles by Andrey Pavlov (St Petersburg, Rus-
sia), Mariusz Sawicki and Tomasz Ciesielski (Opole, Poland), Philip Wolanski
(Wroclaw, Poland), and Elena Smilyanskaya (Moscow, Russia) reveals a col-
ourful picture of ceremony at the courts of early modern monarchs, one that
is by no means static. These articles provide interesting new information
and observations on the representation of power. Moreover, turning to the
multidimensional process of elite culture circulation reveals the channels
and mechanisms of socio-cultural transfer between western and eastern
Europe, showing the evolution of values within both individual countries
and in the international context.

The theme of change is central to all the articles in the issue, regardless
of the section in which they are placed. The agonizing death of Peter the
Great, the personification of change, is shown against the background
of medical debates surrounding his treatment in an article by Alexey
Morokhin (Nizhny Novgorod, Russia). The most progressive medical
figures of the time, held captive by their ambitions and conflicting ideas
about the causes of diseases, were unable to correctly diagnose their Rus-
sian patient — a situation that had great political consequences for the
radically reformed country. Vasily Tatishchev, a Petrine administrator,
politician, and intellectual who proposed legalizing remuneration for
judges and their clerks a few years after the death of Russia’s great re-
former, seems at first glance like a renegade from Peter’s principles, a man
trying to legalize bribery. However, as Alevtina Safronova (Yekaterin-
burg, Russia) shows, Tatishchev’s project was in fact an innovation based
on familiarity with the practice and theory of public administration
in Sweden and the German states (Origines section). Noble self-govern-
ment - an innovation that received a legislative basis in Russia as late as
the last third of the eighteenth century - can look shabby when compared
with the practices of the European west, with features seemingly lifted
straight from the pages of Gogol and Saltykov-Shchedrin. Nonetheless,
as demonstrated by Dmitry Timofeev (Yekaterinburg, Russia), the Rus-
sian provincial nobility quickly learned to use new electoral procedures
not only as channels of public communication with the authorities, but
also as a defence for their common interests, which affected the intensity
of their social consolidation.

While earlier articles deal with the individual and collective behav-
ioural practices of the Russian elite during transition periods, several
subsequent pieces draw the reader’s attention to commoners. Even the
enserfed peasantry, the largest population group in eighteenth-century
Russia, saw its self-consciousness evolve under the influence of long-term
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changes. Yerofey Moryakov (Moscow, Russia), who studies the petitions
of serfs to Paul I, comes to the conclusion that by the end of the century, the
peasantry was also affected by social consolidation, which led, in particular,
to the self-awareness of themselves not only as inhabitants of certain fiefs,
but also as imperial subjects. Viktor Maul (Nizhnevartovsk, Russia) looks
at the search for truth and justice among Chigirin peasants, albeit in the
context of the idea of an ideal Monarch-Saviour. Galina Alishina (Tomsk,
Russia) uncovers the aspirations of peasants to change their lives: based
on archival research, the article vividly presents the successes and failures
of the peasantry’s colonization of Tomsk region.

Amiran Urushadze (Rostov-on-Don, Russia) discusses the reasons for
the low combat effectiveness of the Don Cossacks during the Caucasian
wars. As becomes clear from his research, the people of the Don often found
themselves being sent to serve in the Caucasus. Such a radical change in the
nature and conditions of their service was, according to the author, a clear
miscalculation on the part of the civil and military leadership.

Mobilization and cooperation as responses to the challenges of change
have also manifested themselves at the institutional level. Pavel Lizunov
and Vladimir Morozan (Severodvinsk, St Petersburg, Russia) analyse the
activities of a banking syndicate in the early twentieth century. Founded
on the initiative of Sergei von Witte as a tool to mitigate the financial
crisis of 1899-1903, the syndicate, in partnership with the Imperial State
Bank, generally fulfilled the rescue mission assigned to it, and the experi-
ence it gained was successfully used afterwards. Sergey Markedonov and
Igor Okunev (Moscow, Russia) present theoretical generalizations on the
experience of changes in relation to territorial problems. Their article
contemplates the complexity of the self-determination of independent
states and conflicts arising from the opposition between formal borders
and the population’s national identity.

The Controversiae et recensiones section discusses international rela-
tions and their reception as manifested through the practices and state-
ments of rulers and society. The complexity and ambiguity of such rela-
tions, as well frequent stereotypes in the assessment of such, are analysed
in terms of eighteenth-century Russia and Germany in Peter Hoffman’s
monograph (2019). The author of the review, Hartmut Riif$ (Munster,
Germany), while appreciating the work’s boldness and richness, does not
miss the opportunity to point out the controversial nature of a number of
Hoftman’s statements. Tomasz Ambroziak (Yekaterinburg, Russia) speaks
about how important terminology is for understanding one’s worldview.
He analyses the Polish researcher Anna Grzeskowiak-Krwawicz’s mono-
graph (2018) on political discourse in the Polish-Lithuanian Common-
wealth. The reviewer’s conclusion touches upon further prospects arising
from this research. Presented via an analysis of management approaches,
Dmitry Vasilyev (2018) considers changes in state policy in the Asian
part of the Russian Empire. In his review of this work, Roman Pochek-
aev (St Petersburg, Russia) traces in detail the logic and documentary
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basis of the monograph, pointing out Vasilyev’s multi-faceted assess-
ment of political ambitions combined with the progressive aspirations
of ruling structures.

By focusing on the idea of change throughout the issue, we emphasize
that this is one of the most important topics for the journal [see, for example:
Morard, Soboleva, Redin], which the editorial board intends to address further.
