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ON METHOD, RESEARCH, AND TRUTH

La méthode est nécessaire pour la recherche de la vérité.
René Descartes

We need a method if we are to investigate the truth of things.
René Descartes

This quote from Descartes’ treatise Rules for the Direction of the Mind
offersa concise algorithm for scientific research, understandable to everyone
professionally involved in science, research as a process, a goal, and a tool.
‘Investigation, that is, research itself, aimed at achieving the truth (or, let us
say more modestly, finding new knowledge that might bring us closer to
the truth), is impossible without a method, a certain approach that allows
us to achieve our goal.

We have dared to disturb the shadow of the great thinker to formulate
a title that looks rather pretentious if understood literally for a simple
reason; the current issue of Quaestio Rossica introduces a new section, Modi
studiorum (or “Methods of research/study”). Every innovation requires an
explanation; hence we are summoning Descartes, shifting the presentation
scheme familiar to readers usually built around the central Problema voluminis
section. Such recentering, however, does not necessarily require changing the
order of our presentation; after all, ‘the circumference is nowhere, and the
center is everywhere’ [IIlonto, c. 604]. Therefore, we will leave methods and
truth alone for the moment and present the central section of this issue.

The Problema voluminis section is centred on an important problem of
keen interest to Russian historical science, namely various aspects of Russo-
German relations through the lens of diasporas. The German diaspora is
considered in the imperial and the post-Soviet periods, as well as in modern
united Germany, while the Russian diaspora is examined in the GDR and
traced through the trials associated with the collapse of the Eastern Bloc.

The section opens with an article by Andrei Keller (Yekaterinburg, Russia),
which presents a critical rethinking of the history of craft guilds from the
eighteenth to the early twentieth centuries. Looking at the resolution of the
guild conflicts of German bakers in St Petersburg in the 1830s and 1840s,
the author shows the circumstances of persisting multiculturality and
multilingualism in everyday communications. Analysing the mechanisms
of competition and conflict resolution, the article concludes that it is not
necessary to exaggerate the role of “guild conflicts”, which served in fact
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as a mechanism for resolving disputes in the complex ethno-confessional
structure of the St Petersburg crafts community, demonstrating both the
intense competition and vitality of the guilds, as expressed in the active
position of masters when defending their interests.

Looking at the state-administered German colonies in Russia in the
second half of the nineteenth century, Galina Sinko, Vladimir Shaidurov
(St Petersburg, Russia), and Asiyat Guseynova (Makhachkala, Russia)
show significant changes in the status of German colonists. A comparative
analysis of the legal status of settlers in the Charter on Colonies of 1857 and
the Rules on the Arrangement of Settler Owners of 1871 helps the authors
to show the evolution of the settlers’ status, namely, how and for what
reasons the Russian government gradually abolished the exclusive rights
and privileges of this category of German subjects.

The work of Olga Filippenko (Novosibirsk, Russia) discusses the flight
of deported Russian and Eastern European Germans from Soviet special
settlements between 1946 and 1955. The author comes to the conclusion
that following the decree of 26 November 1948, the gulag regime of
control and punishment in cases of escape became tougher. The analysis
of the three key components of escape - its goals, means, and sanctions -
allow the author to analyse this behaviour in a differentiated and balanced
way, concluding that it was not so much a form of protest as a means for
potentially improving one’s situation in exile.

Maik Hoops (Osnabriick, Germany) and Jannis Panagiotidis (Vienna,
Austria) touch on the ambivalent experience of second-generation
immigrants of Russian-German origin in Germany and the difficult
situation with their identity. Comparing the two generations of repatriates,
the authors note the double exclusion experienced by the first generation
(labelled in Russia as “non-Russians” and as “Russians” in Germany) and
the peculiar adaptations of the second generation, who as a whole are
perceived by the surrounding society as Germans. This, however, does
not prevent the latter from manifesting some positive self-identification
as “Russians™

The article by Gunnar Thorvaldsen (Tromse, Norway / Yekaterinburg,
Russia) delineates the fate of more than 140,000 people born in the families
of Soviet troops stationed in East Germany from the end of WWII to 1994
who ended up in Russia after the withdrawal. Within the framework of this
research, it is possible to establish the resettlement territories of Russians
born in Germany at the beginning of the twenty-first century, as well as to
discover the relative success of immigrants from Germany in adapting to
the Russian labour and marriage markets. Their cross-cultural experience,
education, and pre-existing social ties has led to an increase in ‘human
capital’ in the territories of resettlement.

To a certain extent, some materials from the Origines section also cover
the central topic of the issue. But while the above articles discuss collective
adaptation strategies, the main actors in these newly published sources
are individual representatives of the German nation who successfully
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integrated into the political and intellectual elite of the Russian Empire,
even going on to play outstanding roles in their new homeland.

Evgeny Anisimov (St Petersburg, Russia) publishes a previously unknown
marriage proposal for Empress Anna’s niece, the future regent Anna
Leopoldovna, to a German prince. The author attributes the authorship of
this project to Count A. I. Osterman, vice-chancellor and cabinet minister,
and dates it to the beginning of 1733. The published document and the
analytical article preceding it introduce the reader to the history of one
of the most acute political issues of the eighteenth century in Russia, the
transition of power. They shed light on the dynastic and foreign policy
guidelines and priorities in this period and significantly expand our
understanding of the political activities of Osterman, one of the key figures
of the Russian ruling elite in the late 1720s and the 1730s.

Catherine Gibson (Tartu, Estonia) publishes the correspondence of the
outstanding statistician and ethnographer, academician P. I. Képpen with
the Imperial Academy of Sciences in the 1840s, which reveals the “behind-
the-scenes” preparations for the publication of his ethnographic atlas of
Russia. Koppen’s letters create a new perspective on the history of Russian
cartography and reveal the difficulties that scientists faced in their work.
The correspondence vividly characterizes the relations between the St
Petersburg Academy of Sciences and the Russian Geographical Society,
their attitude to cartography, Koppens struggle to fund his cartographic
projects, and the other material aspects of preparing an ethnographic
map. The article pays special attention to how Képpen tried to fit his plans
into a framework limited by circumstances and to coordinate his research
interests with the goals of the scientific organisations with which he
collaborated - a topic that seems acutely relevant for the current situation
of scientists in Russia.

Let us, however, return now to the newly announced section, Modi
studiorum. As was noted above, scientific research is impossible without
method. This generally banal statement, however, has several constituents
that encourage us to return again and again to the place of method in
the process of scientific work. On the one hand, many researchers in the
humanities are not inclined to overly reflect on this issue. This is probably
no tragedy, so long as it does not degenerate into methodological sloppiness.
On the other hand, we observe another extreme when method turns from
a tool into an end in and of itself. Inebriation by method in this case leads
to the loss of the very purpose of the research process. There are many
examples of how authors manage to successfully avoid both extremes.
Their methodology is open to the reader and perfectly articulated, making
the mechanisms for achieving strong results clear (we leave aside such
a fundamentally unverifiable thing as the author’s talent). We offer to
publish their works in a devoted section because they set a certain standard
of research culture and demonstrate how it is possible to achieve a new level
of knowledge even when working with well-known empirical material.
Finally, focusing on such works, in our opinion, is also useful from the
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point of view of intellectual exchange. Modern scholarship, with all its deep
specialization, reveals another powerful trend - the desire for inter- and
polydisciplinarity. Methods tested on one source set or in one research
field may be suitable for another or give impetus to the creation of original
technologies in related fields of knowledge. These considerations led to the
appearance of this new section in Quaestio Rossica. Readers will judge how
successfully this experiment will proceed and how adequate the editorial
selection of articles for the section is.

An elegant combination of source studies and genealogical research is
provided by Oleg Khoruzhenko (Moscow, Russia) through a comparative
analysis of the genealogy of the princes of Tarus in the Synodik, a liturgical
manuscript from the Moscow Cathedral of the Dormition with unique
information from the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries. The author
proves the reliability of this information, which prioritizes the Synodik as
a historical source and serves as an important precedent when studying the
evolution of Russian political elites in the late Middle Ages.

No less important and methodically profound is the work by Andrey
Belyakov (Moscow, Russia), in which the author scrupulously reconstructs
the diplomatic service of several generations of the Baymakov-Rezanov
family on the basis of a comparative study of the contents of scribal and
embassy books. Here, a seemingly private history of a single service family
becomes of fundamental importance for understanding the organization
and development of diplomatic service in Russia in the sixteenth and
seventeenth centuries, its transformation from a family business into a public
institution. In general, such studies contribute to a better understanding
of a more general process - the evolution of the state from a feudal model
of governance to a modern one.

At the centre of |[Evgeny Vershinins|(Nefteyugansk, Russia) and Georgy
Vizgalov’s (Surgut, Russia) attention is a unique find - a draft promissory
note on a wooden plank discovered in Mangazeya during excavations in
2009. The thorough study of this source, undertaken at the intersection
of a number of disciplines (archaeology, source studies, linguistics, history
oflaw, the history of epigraphy, and diplomatic history), permits the authors
to reconstruct socioeconomic relations among the Russian population
of northern Siberia in the seventeenth century, to clarify retrospectively many
important details of the drafting and legal status of private financial acts
in medieval northwestern Russia (Novgorod and Pskov), and to establish
the continuity of these practices in Russian Siberia in the seventeenth century.

Arthur Mustafin (Moscow, Russia), taking as his basis a deep source
analysis of price dynamics and applying new methods of interpretation,
revises the well-established history of the ‘price revolution’ that Russia
supposedly experienced from the 1730s, similar to that in Europe.
Undoubtedly, this article will not go unnoticed by specialists in the history
of Russia in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries.

The new section closes with an article by Tatiana Bazarova and
Aleksandra Chirkova (St Petersburg, Russia) about the academic role
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of N. P. Likhachev as a world-class expert on Russian manuscripts from the
early modern period. The history of Likhachev’s expertise (commissioned
by one of Europe’s largest antique dealers, the Charavay family) on a letter
by Peter the Great to V. I. Gennin allows us to get an idea of the close
connection between educated and wealthy circles in Europe interested in
collecting historical autographs and the development of source studies
(primarily in the field of palaeography) and the archaeographic analysis of
historical sources.

An analytical review by Anna Joukovskaia (Paris, France) is close to the
new section; it is only due to genre that we have assigned it to Conceptus et
conceptio. Using an interdisciplinary historical and philological approach, the
review looks at one of the fundamental problems in ancient Russian source
studies — the origin of the short edition of the Pravda Russkaia — through
reflections on the historiographical destiny of a book by A. P. Tolochko.
The author wonders why a very provocative albeit undoubtedly professional
monograph of a Ukrainian historian, questioning the authenticity of the
manuscript, has never received an adequate reaction from the academic
community. The essay gives a critical analysis of a few reviews and responses
that have appeared while also offering as well conceptual conclusions, not so
much on Tolochkos book as on the problems considered in the book.

Traditionally, our Disputatio section is quite diverse, being a platform for
the presentation of research on a variety of topics. It opens with two articles
analysing possible origins for the stereotypical identification of Russia with
the image of a bear in the West. In the first, by Mikhail Kozlov (Sevastopol,
Russia) and Snezhana Shendrikova (Yalta, Russia), based on written and
archaeological sources, the authors argue for the relatively late (no earlier
than the tenth century) formation of the mythological image of the bear
among the Eastern Slavs; the article follows the further proliferation of this
image in Russian folk culture from the seventeenth to the early twentieth
centuries. Liliya Stepanova (Krasnodar, Russia), using quantitative methods,
studies the General Survey of the Russian Empire at the turn of the nineteenth
century in order to conclude that during this period the bear was by no
means prevalent among the local fauna in large parts of the western provinces
of Russia. Thus, the identification of Russia with the beast that gained
popularity in Western political pamphlets of that time had no natural basis.
Vladimir Velikanov (Moscow, Russia) looks at the struggle of the Cossack
elites in Ukraine in the last third of the seventeenth century and the degree of
Moscow’s participation in such. He offers reasons for the removal of Hetman
D. Ignatovich-Mnogogreshny and the election of Hetman I. Samoilovich. The
article by Dmitry Redin (Yekaterinburg, Russia) is a semiotic reading of the
architectural and spatial planning of Yekaterinburg in the first decade of its
existence. According to the author, its builder, Major General V. I. Henning,
was trying rather consciously to build a new factory-centered town as
a symbol of the new, cameralist-based imperial policy of Peter the Great’s
Russia. Based on assessments of American diplomacy, Artem Zorin (Kirov,
Russia) reconstructs the atmosphere of the struggle between the United States
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and the USSR over spheres of influence in Central and Eastern Europe in the
post-war period, using the example of the foreign policy of Czechoslovakia.
A remarkably pertinent article by Julia Kantor (St Petersburg, Russia) studies
the boiling atmosphere of the ‘Second Cold War, convincingly revealing
historical policy tools used in the countries of Eastern Europe to revise the
memory of the Second World War.

Published here for the first time is an early eighteenth-century treatise
on Boris Godunov, undoubtedly of academic interest for the study of the
evolution of Russian historical thought (Origines section). The authors,
Vyacheslav Kozliakov and Alla Sevastyanova (Ryazan, Russia), analyse the
sources of this compilation, the place and circumstances of its appearance,
and hypothesise about the possibility that its compiler was in the circle of
persons affected by the Artemy Volynsky case. The issue concludes with
a review of documents from the end of the seventeenth century from
the ‘Russian’ funds of four branches of the State Archive of Austria — the
Dynastic, the Court, and the State Archives of the Habsburgs: this review
is by Nikolai Baranov and Elena Manasyan (Yekaterinburg, Russia). There
is also a review by James White (Yekaterinburg, Russia) of E. Nikitin'’s book
about Colonel V. A. Pashkov, the founder of the Russian community of
Evangelical Christians (Controversiae et recensiones section).

The editorial board hopes that despite all the differences in the methods,
research strategies, and topics of the authors in this issue, all the published
materials together will make a worthy contribution to understanding the
motivations and meanings of the actions of the people of past eras. Isn't that
the purpose of history?
