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Hostages of Historical Conflicts and Utopian Projects

Utopia, the universe’s light,

The poet-sage, rage in your prophecy, -
A day in radiance unseen,

Or an unprecedented night!

This issue of Quaestio Rossica offers important insights into themes
that have often affected unexpected areas of life: the history of migration
and the complex relationship between utopia and reality both during the
Soviet period and in the present.

The Problema voluminis section covers refugees and forced migration
in the history of Russia and other countries. Such a topic, in which
political and historical events are closely intertwined with personal
biographies, directs researchers to study the causes and key factors
of this phenomenon, aiming to understand the psychological attitude
and values of people who radically changed their lives, moving away
from unfavourable circumstances and the socio-cultural environment
in which they occurred. Our authors address the evacuation of the civilian
population during the world wars of the twentieth century.

Artur Gorak and Krzysztof Latawiec (Lublin, Poland) study the
evacuation of customs offices from the Kingdom of Poland deep into
the Russian provinces in the summer of 1914 as a premeditated process,
proving that plans to move these structures to the east in case of war
were evidently made as early as the end of the nineteenth century.
Mikhail Khodyakov (St Petersburg, Russia) offers a look at the initial
period of the Great Patriotic War and the Siege of Leningrad, showing the
unpreparedness of the city authorities for the massive influx of refugees,
which led to the death of a large number of people. The data in these
articles convincingly demonstrate the close connection of the world wars
with the emergence of new flows of international migration.

The evolution of the Russian diaspora in the Asia-Pacific region on
the eve and during the Second World War, and the attempts of White
émigrés to find their place within the Japanese Greater East Asia project,
are reflected in the article by Sergey Smirnov (Yekaterinburg, Russia).
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The author demonstrates that this project contained the threat of loss
of national identity for Russian emigrants to Manchuria, so most had to
abandon their initial integration strategies.

The Second World War had a particular impact on the formation of
massive refugee movements in Europe, thus requiring an international
response. Alexey Antoshin and Julia Zapariy (Yekaterinburg, Russia)
analyze the perception of post-war Germany international refugee
organizations among emigrants from Russia and the Soviet Union. This
problem affected almost all continents after the Second World War.
Marina Moseykina (Moscow, Russia), describing the role of Argentina
in the reception of immigrants from Russia and the USSR, shows the
changes in the country’s migration policy towards these people under the
influence of domestic policy and the international situation.

A number of authors focus on the axiological aspects of emigration.
Benjamin Tromley (Tacoma, USA) analyzes the biography of V. V. Pozdnyakov,
a Soviet officer who created the ideological justification for the fight
against the Soviet Union in the Vlasov army; during the Cold War,
he cooperated with the CIA. The article shows that as a flip side of his
decisions, personal dissatisfaction pursued Pozdnyakov throughout his life.
Stawomir Lukasiewiczc (Lublin, Poland) analyzes émigré intellectuals from
Central and Eastern Europe during the Cold War. The articles presented
in this section show the ambiguity and multidimensional nature of forced
migration, as well as its close connection with the specifics of the era
in which a person has to make difficult life choices.

The issue’s next topic offers a deliberation on the propaganda image
of Soviet childhood. The magazine La Littérature internationale, published
in Moscow in the early 1930s, created a utopian image of the ideal world
of childhood in the Soviet Union, broadcasting it to Western countries,
as Evgeniia Belskaia's (Moscow, Russia) article shows. Propaganda myths
for children about amazing machinery, capable of protecting and changing
the world around us, were created in the pre-war USSR, tuning children
into an optimistic belief in the care of the all-mighty state and a better
future. The rural tractor became a symbol of the movement to happiness,
as Anna Vyrupaeva (Chelyabinsk, Russia) concludes in her article, based on
an analysis of children’s books.

Studies of childhood memories have led Jakub Sadowski (Krakow,
Poland) to argue for the indispensable role of Soviet animation in the
formation of such memories. Feelings like mischief and especial kindness
in relationships were vividly imprinted in the memory. Animation, as
a genre of Soviet art, happily managed to avoid ideological directness,
and so its best examples truly showed the “human face” of socialism to
several generations.

Soviet propaganda is also discussed in connection with the dichotomy
between an imagined “bright future” and “harsh reality” that broke and
amended the initial belief in utopia. The development of this topic begins in
the article by Taisiya Paniotova and Maxim Romanenko (Rostov-on-Don,
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Russia) on the utopian semantics of Soviet revolutionary celebrations.
Although this topic has been raised more than once, the authors manage
to find their own approach - the manifestation of carnivalization as long-
awaited freedom and a long-awaited new world. The study is based on an
analysis of the utopian chronotope and the symbolic meanings of holidays.
The article by Olga Turysheva (Yekaterinburg, Russia) on depictions of the
tragic 1959 Dyatlov incident in literature and modern cinema unexpectedly
comes into contact with the topic of Soviet heroism. The analysis of the
artistic representations of the mysterious tragedy while most of the true
evidence was concealed shows that this leads either to fantastic explanations
of an ethnic or love-related origin or to a bigger conspiracy theory, and
none of these explanations reveal the true tragedy of the young people who
died in the northern Urals.

The journal’s editorial board offers an unusual perspective on the
history of rural medicine in the pre-war USSR. Various sources, and
most importantly their academic study, have created a contradictory
image of rural medicine for peasants during the forced collectivization
of the 1930s. Dmitrii Khristenko (Yaroslavl, Russia) uses original
sources, the memoirs of foreigners who visited Russia in the 1920s and
1930s. Comparing tsarist Russia and Soviet Russia, they argued in their
writings about a fundamental difference in the situation of peasants,
especially insisting on the emergence of medical services. To support
his argument, the author draws on newspaper speeches and the reports
of doctors’ congresses. This opinion is opposed by Sergey Zatravkin and
Elena Vishlenkova (Moscow, Russia); on the basis of statistics and other
documents, the authors show the complexity of this problem, associated
with the stratification of society and, accordingly, the stratification of
medical care, which was directed by the state towards its own bureaucracy
and large industrial centers and did not solve issues in the countryside.
Together with propaganda texts, in their opinion, the publications of
foreigners exaggerated the achievements of the Soviet regime, idealizing
the position of provincial doctors and depreciating the need for medical
care among the peasants.

Natalya Pushkareva and Alexander Zhidchenko (Moscow, Russia) address
the history of another Soviet experiment: the creation of Akademgorodok,
Russias first scientific centre near Novosibirsk, in the late 1950s. Based
on the memoirs of contemporaries, they recreate the features of everyday
life and analyze female participation in science. In the context of the
unprecedented scale of academic research, women received new options
for applying their capabilities. The article also reveals the limitations that
women encountered at the time, which often still remain in force in the
academic world. Elvira Symaniuk, Irina Polyakova, and Andrey Menshikov
(Yekaterinburg, Russia) discuss a new type of family relations caused by
medical reproductive technologies. The development of opportunities to
overcome infertility, in addition to unconditional positive effects, has had
complex consequences for the family. These authors from Ural Federal
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University try to understand the complexity of these consequences on the
basis of interviews and various opinions.

We also encounter the science of the Soviet era and the fates of scientists
in the Hereditas: nomina et scholae section. Here, the focus is on different
generations, their different interests (history and linguistics), and their
different geographical regions (Moscow and distant Perm). However, they
were united by their love for science, which became the center of their lives,
allowing them to preserve dignity and humanity in various conditions.
Articles by Temurmalik Kholmatov (Moscow, Russia) about the historian
Stepan Borisovich Veselovsky and by Elena Bazhenova (Perm, Russia)
on Margarita Nikolaiyevna Kozhina, the founder of the Perm School
of Stylistics, are a vivid confirmation of such devotion.

Soviet diplomacy, its successes, and miscalculations are presented in
the Disputatio section. Diplomatic efforts aimed at introducing Russia into
common European politics and the discussion of the “Russian question” at
the Entente Conference (London and Cannes) of 1921-1922 are described
by Iskander Magadeev (Moscow, Russia). The article by Aleksandr Vershinin
(Moscow and Yekaterinburg, Russia) about the failure of Soviet-French
negotiations on an anti-German convention continues to examine the
history of interaction between Soviet and European diplomacy. Bearing
in mind the further history of Europe, the author states that diplomatic
misunderstandings come at great cost to humanity.

The Controversiae et recensiones section publishes articles reviewing
recent books about the Soviet Union. Anna Menshchikova (Yekaterinburg,
Russia) examines the book of anthropologists A. Arkhipova and A. Kirzyuk
Dangerous Soviet Things: Urban Legends and Fears in the USSR (2020), noting
its uniqueness in terms of using urban legends to understand Soviet everyday
life. Grigory Khanin’s article (Novosibirsk, Russia) analyzes with academic
thoroughness the latest volume in a long-term work on the pre-war Soviet
economy by British economists headed by R. Davis. Khanin not merely
examines various aspects of the book, but also provides clarifying information
that deepens academic understanding of crises in the Soviet economy.

Concluding the review of this issue, we cannot neglect the publication
of new documents from the archive of the St Petersburg Institute
of History of the Russian Academy of Sciences. Related to the activities
of A. I. Ushakov, the irreplaceable head of the early eighteenth-century
Russian Secret Chancellery, these documents have been prepared
for publication by Evgenii Anisimov, Tatiana Bazarova, and Maria
Proskuryakova (St Petersburg, Russia). Zealous state service allowed
Ushakov to remain at the head of the political elite for many years.
The documents show the degree of trust in the authorities and the variety
of Ushakov’s activities from 1714 to 1721.
