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Multidimensional Manifestations of the Person in History

The 350" anniversary of Peter the Great overshadowed all other
historical dates in Russia this year. The emperor’s jubilees were probably
not celebrated on such a large scale even during his lifetime. In contrast,
the 250" anniversary of the birth of Count Mikhail Mikhailovich
Speransky, yet another great Russian reformer, has passed unnoticed.
However, it seems that historians, and specifically historians of law,
should pay tribute to the memory of the son of a modest priest, who
compiled the Complete Collection of Laws of the Russian Empire, without
which no historical research of this period can be done. The importance
of Speransky’s works — both as a statesman and as a theorist and codifier
of law - can hardly be overestimated, while his role as a mentor and
educator of the future Emperor Alexander II undoubtedly affected the
formation of the views of his regal pupil, who subsequently abolished
serfdom in Russia and initiated the Great Reforms.

These circumstances prompt the opening of the Problema voluminis
section with a number of articles dedicated to Speransky’s anniversary.
In her analytical article, Tatiana Andreeva (St Petersburg, Russia) examines
the historical basis of Speransky’s legislative projects and notes, revealing
his balanced and cautious approach to assessing the reforms of Peter I,
Catherine II, and Alexander I. Speransky considered their reforms as the
result of a unified evolutionary and formative process within imperial
statehood, a search for a compromise between the Western and national
vectors of state-building. One of the turning points in Speransky’s career —
his resignation from the post of secretary of state in 1812 — comes into focus
in the article by Andrey Andreev (Moscow, Russia). Having studied the
extensive historiography and sources, the author comes to the conclusion
that Alexander I's bold decision to remove Speransky, a recently favoured
reformer, was due neither to the emperor’s “hypocritical” character nor to
the monarch’s decision to end the reforms. Rather, it was due to the tense
emotional state and difficult geopolitical situation on the eve of Napoleon’s
invasion of Russia. Alexander I, itis argued, overly trusted the denunciations
that allegedly exposed Speransky as a traitor; later, the emperor regretted
his misplaced trust, admitting to his mistake.

The article by Dmitry Timofeev (Yekaterinburg, Russia) combines
originality with thorough argumentation. The author, using a number
of new sources (including the private correspondence of Speransky and
V. P. Kochubey), shows how the reformist wing of the Russian political elite
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was familiarizing themselves with the electoral practices of the provincial
nobility, considered as the formative basis for the future government.
To the surprise of the authors of the constitutional drafts, the provincial
nobility was far from ideal in terms of their moral, ethical, and business
qualities, as well as their views on current affairs and, sadly, their level
of education. Such negative experiences with the provincial nobility and
inefficient local government became cornerstones in arguments about the
new constitutions untimeliness.

New research on Speransky acts as a kind of tuning fork for the Problema
voluminis section. Firstly, the articles grouped into the sub-section Empire
and Society offer a chronological continuation from the “Speransky” period
to the “post-Speransky” era, i. e., from the height of the Russian Empire to its
decline. Secondly, the offered works are thematically united, discussing the
state regulation of social relations and how it varied depending on the region
and chronological period. Alexandr Kravchuk (Simferopol, Russia) writes
about how the authorities, taking into account the specifics of the region,
tried to resolve complex and conflicting inter-religious situations. Mikhail
Belan (Oxford, UK) demonstrates how the common people took part in
such processes and how the communication of the regional administration
and local communities with the imperial centre was carried out. In turn,
Mikhail Volkhonsky (Moscow, Russia) looks at whether the claims of these
communities were justified or overstated. The section concludes with an
article by Dmitry Bakharev and Elena Glavatskaya (Yekaterinburg, Russia),
who present a study of the historiographical acquisition of town census
data in post-reform Russia, a data set that can indeed be considered
a mirror of Russian society. Collected together, these articles create
a rather diverse picture of relations within the banal dichotomy between
“power and society”, in which the government is predictably soulless,
bureaucratized, and incapable of flexible solutions, while society is oppressed
and in a constant struggle for the truth.

In this issue, we continue the Modi studiorum section started last
year (QR, 2021, vol. 9, no. 3) with the objective of focusing our readers’
attention on research methods that often remain under the radar, but are
in fact an important condition for productive research. In 2021, the focus
of this section was on the interdisciplinary use of methods in the practices
of various historical and humanities disciplines. The current issue shows
the possibilities of the prosopographical method when combined with
source-based practices for studying various social groups in eighteenth-
century Russia. In this selection of articles, chronologically related to the
Petrine and post-Petrine periods, we pay tribute to the tsar’s jubilee.

Maya Petrova (Moscow, Russia) offers modern prosopographical
methods and approaches in her study of the biographies of the Roman
grammarian Donatus (fourth century AD) and his entourage. This article
is a kind of introduction to the thematic collection. Firstly, this is because
prosopography itself, having its origins in the Western European intellectual
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environment of the early modern period, developed through descriptions
of the heroes of classical antiquity. Secondly, in medieval Russian
literature, Donatus’ works had a significant impact on the development
of educational literature. As such, Donatus’ essay Ars Grammatica, first
translated by Dmitry Gerasimov at the turn of the fifteenth-sixteenth
century, was subsequently included in the educational repertoire (as late
as the Grammar of Meleti Smotritsky). The article by Andrey Zakharov
(Chelyabinsk, Russia) identifies the rarefied terms that denoted the ranks of
various categories of service people in Petrine accounting documentation.
It then analyses the evolution of the social identity of these groups and
the internal consolidation of the Russian nobility based on these semantic
fields. The social behaviour of clerks employed at state-owned factory
offices in the first third of the eighteenth century, as well as their origin,
numbers, work, and life, are the subject of the article by Alevtina Safronova
(Yekaterinburg, Russia). Andrey Dmitriev (Novosibirsk, Russia) attempts to
look at the specifics of the military class in post-Petrine Russia by studying
the marital status of garrison officers. Working in the field of “analytical
prosopography”, each of the articles offers descriptions of social groups,
going back to the trends outlined as early as the middle of the eighteenth
century [Stone; Barnes].

The Disputatio section is usually free from rigid thematic grouping;
however, it also echoes the aforementioned themes. Articles by Nikolay
Petrukhintsev (Lipetsk, Russia) on the career trajectories of three prominent
military leaders in Peter the Great’s reign (A. S. Shein, B. P. Sheremetev,
and Prince Ya. F. Dolgorukov) and by Denis Shilov (St Petersburg, Russia)
on the career lists of department heads and members of the State Council
of the Russian Empire are indeed close to prosopography. Petrukhintsev
is interested in the formation of a new military elite in Russia and the
meaning of the post of the voivode of Belgorod; Shilov’s article, in its turn,
studies the source potential of career lists. For reasons of chronological
framework, articles by Vladimir Kalinovsky and Ekaterina Samylovskaya
(St Petersburg, Russia) and Vladimir Piankevich (St Petersburg, Russia)
were not included in the Problema voluminis section. The first publishes
and interprets material about the attempts of Baron P. N. Wrangel’s regime
to build a balanced ethno-confessional policy in “white” Crimea, while the
second reveals the desperate attempts of Leningrad residents to mitigate
the horror of their existence during the tragic years of the seige through
written appeals to the authorities.

In this section, we offer three articles, grouped by their subject and
chronology. Irina Konovalova (Moscow, Russia) gives a source description
of the work of the Arab author Abu al-Fida’ (first third of the fourteenth
century), which contains valuable information on the history of Eastern
Europe. The author studies the sources of the al-Fida’ text, explaining the
principles of material selection in this composition, as well as its structure
and content, deducing them from the personal experience of the medieval
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scholar. A detailed article by Maija Jansson (New Haven, USA) studies the
history of research on the cold as a phenomenon, carried out in the 1660s
by the famous English natural philosopher Robert Boyle. Interestingly, the
famous scientist, as reported in the article, found empirical material for
his research in descriptions of the Russian cold (and its effects on people
and objects) made almost 80 years previously by Giles Fletcher, the English
ambassador to the Russian courtin 1588. Konstantin Bugrov (Yekaterinburg,
Russia) studies the representative and town-planning aspects of factory
forecourts during Soviet industrialisation, taking specific interest in their
cultural and historical function.

We are thrilled to offer rather sensational material in the Origines section.
Oleg Khoruzhenko (Moscow, Russia) found a previously unpublished
manuscript of the outstanding Soviet historian A. A. Zimin, continued by
his student M. E. Bychkova, a well-known researcher of the textual history
of genealogical books. We publish the so-called Poganaya Kniga by the
scribe Dmitry Kitaev and prepared for publication by Zimin, a seventeenth-
century genealogical pamphlet created on the basis of the scribe book
of the Votskaya Pyatina of 1500. This publication is a significant piece of
the academic heritage from a prominent historian and his school: it can be
considered an important source on the political and social history of Russia,
as well as on its historiography.

The Controversiae et recensiones section presents the reflections
of Vadim Parsamov (Moscow, Russia) on the evolution of the views
of Yu. M. Lotman, the founder of the Moscow-Tartu School of Semiotics,
on history and the unpredictability of the historical process in a polemic
with representatives of LEcole des Annales.

The issue concludes with the overview of Mikhail Kurmaev (Samara,
Russia) of the fundamental consolidated catalogue of printed reports
of governors, governors-general, and mayors of the Russian Empire
between 1845 and 1916, composed by A. I. Razdorsky, as well as the review
of Vladislav Ivshin and Alice Plate (Yekaterinburg, Russia) on the latest
study by the American historian of Russia Paul Werth, 1837: Russia’s Quiet
Revolution.

The current issue of Quaestio Rossica is rich and integral in its focus on
understanding the anthropological dimension of the past. Human destinies,
career trajectories, corporate interests, class, national, and confessional
contradictions, and strategies for overcoming them - all this ultimately
creates the multi-layered and multicoloured canvas that we call history.
