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Projects in the Humanities at Ural Federal University:
An Invitation to Dialogue

The diversity of cultures, ways of communication, and mutual
perceptions in the modern world are popular topics for reflection among
researchers in the humanities. The search for tools to identify and
understand the value of diversity in the social, economic, and mental
space of different countries in various historical, cultural, and economic
contexts inevitably opens up an academic dialogue about possible
approaches and research vectors in the modern humanities. The purpose
of such a dialogue is to exchange experience in studying acceptance
and/or rejection, adaptation, and competition, both in the history of
interactions between the imperial centre and the regions of Russia and
in international cooperation with other countries. It was the desire to
provoke such a dialogue that predetermined the intention of the editorial
board of Quaestio Rossica to show the research of authors from Ural
Federal University alongside thematically and methodologically similar
scholarship from different regions of Russia, Hungary, and Kazakhstan.

The Problema voluminis section presents articles united by a common
interest in the interaction and adaptation of historical actors in a broader
cultural and anthropological context. Thus, Konstantin Abdrakhmanov
(Orenburg, Russia) addresses one of the little-studied aspects of Russia’s
trade with Asian states in the nineteenth century - the individual
qualities of Russian merchants, such as their moral, psychological,
and physiological readiness and the intellectual abilities that allowed
them to successfully conduct trade in an unusual, and often unfriendly,
sociocultural environment. Yulia Tsyryapkina (Barnaul, Russia) presents
the survival and development of a culturally “alien” space by revealing
the contradictions in the imperial plans for integrating the territories
of Turkestan annexed to Russia in the second half of the nineteenth and
early twentieth centuries. The analysis of materials from the Central
State Archive of the Republic of Uzbekistan demonstrates the factors
that made it difficult to form group solidarity and cohesion between
Russian Orthodox immigrants, both in terms of the national-territorial
basis of their former places of residence and a number of socioeconomic
criteria. In this context, the historical reconstruction of the complexity of
a seemingly unified community seeks to overcome the oversimplification
of the history of Russian colonization.
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A slightly different yet fundamentally important view for
understanding the optimal conditions for the coexistence of different
cultural patternsin anindividual’s dailylifeis proposed by Elena Shelestyuk
(Chelyabinsk, Russia), Altyngul Suyunbayeva, and Marat Bukbarbaev
(Aktobe, Kazakhstan). The authors consider the socio-cultural aspects of
bilingualism in vocational education as a necessary component of state
development, as it is able to significantly intensify access to world-class
information and promote Kazakhstan in knowledge-intensive areas.

Another array of articles is grouped around the problem
of intercultural dialogue as a way to find compromise and achieve
mutually acceptable goals. The researchers here identify the influence
of political, administrative, ideological, and economic factors on the
USSR’s relations with Western Europe and the United States. Aleksey
Sorokin (Omsk, Russia), considering relations between the USSR, Austria,
and Germany in 1955-1964, convincingly shows the disproportionality
of political factors in economic cooperation: in relations between the
USSR and Austria, these had a positive impact, but at the same time
hindered economic cooperation with Germany. Andrei Keller (Moscow,
Yekaterinburg, Russia), proposing to consider the European continent
as a complex space of multilevel cooperation between a wide range
of subjects, focuses on the peculiarities of decision-making mechanisms
in the economic relations between Austria and the USSR. The interest
in identifying practices of interaction between societies that are different
in their institutional, political, social, and cultural characteristics
is shared by Valery Yungblud (Kirov, Russia), whose article explores
a complex set of factors that led to the possibility of resuming scientific
and technical ties between the ideologically opposed USA and USSR
in the late 1960s and early 1970s. A retrospective analysis of this
experience may be important for understanding and searching for
solutions to current international problems.

The need for methods in understanding diversity, cooperation,
and the rejection of similarity during different epochs and in various
social structures paved the way for the popularity of comparative studies
as a general method that allows us to determine not only political or
economic, but also more complex similarities and differences in the
worldviews of past peoples. United by the grant “The Idea of the ‘Common
Good’ in the Intellectual Discourse of Britain and Russia (1650-1750)”,
Lorina Repina (Moscow, Yekaterinburg, Russia), Veronika Vysokova,
and Larisa Soboleva (Yekaterinburg, Russia) offer an exploration
of the ideas and value systems of early modernity in Russia and Britain.
The authors, rather than showing self-evident differences in the history
of ideas in the two countries, attempt to explore essential convergences.
A similar approach is also presented through the prism of the subjective
perception of “other” cultures and ways of understanding in the work
of Kseniya Sozinova (Yekaterinburg, Russia). Through an analysis
of letters by Jane Vigor (Lady Rondeau) from 1728 to 1739, the author
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presents a woman’s view on Russian politics and the routines of the
Russian imperial court. This allows one to see events in a new historical
perspective — the consciousness of an English lady who tried to delve
into the very essence of “another” life.

Georgy Shpak (Moscow, Yekaterinburg, Russia) looks at individual
worldviews and their reflection in early modern Russian travelogues.
Comparing the historical traditions of the earlier Russian hozheniya
(travels) with early modern travelogues, the author observes the
influence of past tropes on the descriptive strategies of the eighteenth
century. This method offers a panoramic view on geographic
movements that can be placed in the context of time: not only the speed
of travel, but also the goals, objects of attention, and the emotionality
of the descriptions change.

An equally important and expanding area at UrFU and in Perm is the
study of the regional identity of the Russian periphery. The metaphorical
idea that Russia is the sum of provinces, each with its own subjectivity
(which means the success of the state depends on the qualities of each
region),isdiscussed. A thorough approachis guaranteed by the substantial
use of original sources. Using new archival data, Svetlana Tsemenkova
(Yekaterinburg, Russia) presents a prosopographical analysis of the
biographies and service strategies of graduates of the Maritime Academy
who worked in the Urals mining administration between 1720 and 1750.
This allows the researcher to show the main models of adaptation used
by these graduates when encountering the peculiarities of life and service
in the Urals, in particular their personal qualities and business acumen.

The work of Elena Glavatskaya, Aleksander Bobitsky, Elizaveta
Zabolotnykh, and Dmitry Bakharev (Yekaterinburg, Russia) is a successful
example of the use of demographic statistics methods to single out the
specificity of the Ural region. As a result of a comparative analysis of
the 1897 and 1926 general censuses, as well as the 1887, 1900, and 1912
household censuses of Yekaterinburg district, the study reveals the ratio
of men to women in various age groups from birth to marriage, taking
into account the correlation of infant mortality, religious affiliation, and
professional activity over 50 years.

Understanding this region’s cultural identity is impossible without
a comprehensive examination of Urals-related tropes in literature,
in particular in the works of Dmitry Mamin-Sibiryak. His ouevre,
considered undervalued, has been of interest to many UrFU philologists
in the past (see numerous works by K. V. Bogolyubov, I. A. Dergacheyv,
G. K. Shchennikov, and others), and continues to provoke interest,
reaching a new, wider field. This is evidenced by the review of Oleg
Zyryanov (Yekaterinburg, Russia) on the publication of a 20-volume
collection of the writer’s works. A notable contribution to the study
of Sibiryak’s creative heritage is an ongoing project to publish his letters,
scattered throughout various archives in Russia: this is being conducted
by Oleg Shabatovsky of the United Museum of Ural Writers.
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New sources for exploring the personality and interests of this writer
can be found in the review of the catalogue of the Mamin-Sibiryak
Library, which is nearing completion. This work was carried out by UrFU
graduates who are currently employees of V. G. Belinsky Sverdlovsk
Regional Research Library in Yekaterinburg and is presented by the project
managers Elena Efremova and Oleg Shabatovsky (Yekaterinburg, Russia).
A complete bibliographic description of the writer’s library and electronic
copies of his books have been prepared for online publication. Elena
Vlasova (Perm, Russia), in her article about the literary map of the Urals
(created on the basis of the writer’s travels), opens new aspects in the study
of Mamin-Sibiryak’s essays. Meanwhile, Yulia Podlubnova (Yekaterinburg,
Russia) draws a modern picture of the poetic Urals. Based on the project of
the poet and literaturtrdger V. O. Kalpidi (although often disagreeing with
him), the author records the significant theoretical and practical shifts that
have been occurring over recent decades in Urals literature.

The practices of commemoration and ways of transmitting historical
memory at the regional level have become an independent field of
research at UrFU. A team of authors present a project within this field:
Lyudmila Mazur, Natalya Gramatchikova, Elena Pryamikova, and Natalya
Veselkova (Yekaterinburg, Russia). Based on the materials collected as
a result of 2021-2022 field expeditions to ten small Russian towns, the
authors identified the characteristic features of museum expositions and
the principles of their work. This made it possible to create a classification
of types of “cultures of memory”, through which various approaches to
the formation and preservation of the past are implemented.

Digital history is a relatively new yet promising area of research,
designed not so much to show the possibilities of modern technologies
as to contribute to the existing methods for working with big data in
historical, literary, linguistic, and cultural studies. The Humanities in
the Digital Space section offers an article by Natalya Gramatchikova and
Tatiana Khoruzhenko (Yekaterinburg, Russia) concerning the difficulties
of digitalising the large folklore archive at Ural University, as well as
the goals and prospects of coordinating this work with other centres
in the study of folklore. Vladimir Vladimirov, Elena Bryukhanova, and
Natalya Nezhentzeva (Barnaul, Russia) introduce the reader to the
development strategy of the big data information system “Historical
Statistics of the Altai”

The Conceptus et conceptio section, conceived as a space to discuss
controversial issues, is also connected with the research of Ural scholars.
Oksana Golovashina (Yekaterinburg, Russia) explores the methods,
development, and functioning of the ideas and tropes of the Russian
Civil War. Recognizing the possible changeability of descriptions of the
past as a result of the emergence of new interpretations and mythologies,
the author focuses on the correlation of the official narrative about the
Civil War and its comprehension as a traumatic experience in the literary
works and films of the 1920s and 30s.
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The inner logic of this issue, focused on the diversity of
interrelationships in socio-economic, social, and cultural spaces,
is continued in the Controversiae et recensiones section. It presents
two reviews (by Yuri Smirnov (Samara, Russia) and Olga Ermakova
(Yekaterinburg, Russia)) on the books An Unknown French Work of
the Mid-18" Century: “Secret Anecdotes about the Court of the Empress
of All-Russia” (St Petersburg, 2019) by S. A. Mezin and Louis Henri
de Nicolay, un intellectuel stasbourgeois dans la Russie des Lumiéres
(Strasbourg, 2020) by Rodolphe Baudin and Alexandra Veselova. Each
reflects individual and intellectual interrelations of Russia and France
or Russia and Alsace, respectively. This section concludes with a review
by Katalin Schrek (Debrecen, Hungary) of the works of European
scholars in Russian studies published in the Russian Studies Hu journal,
drawing a comprehensive picture of the main trends of research
over the previous 20 years.
